30th.   

 Plan School Food Programming Initiative or Activity to Pilot Test:

Determine how the initiatives support the need and your vision for 

school food. Use all the survey data to guide your planning. 

 Request up to $5K Funding for the Initiative/Activity: Contact 

Project Manager about a $5000.00 fund to support the 

implementation of your idea. It does all have to be spent on the 

same thing but could be.  

Implementation Phase Funding: 2-4 years
